O ISABES

La Corte de Segovia

Cuando contaba diez anos se presentan en Arévalo su hermano Enrique y otros dos personajes
de la Corte rodeados de su séquito; Isabel oyé los nombres de los acompariantes del rey y se estreme-
¢i6; eran los mds poderosos del Reino, duefios de la débil voluntad del rey y que le manejaban segiin su

interés y su ambicion; Don Juan Pacheco, marqués de Villena, y su hermano Don Pedro Gir6n, gran
Maestre de Calatrava.

Don Enrigue y sus acompanantes hablaron con la reina viuda; venian a buscar a los dos infantes,
hermanos del rey, para llevarles a Segovia, en cuyo alcdzar vivian entonces los reyes, para que alli
aprendiesen las costumbres cortesanas; la pobre madre tuvo que acceder al deseo del rey y se quedd sin
sus hijos y con sus tristezas. jQué intimamente sentiria Isabel la primera separacion de su madre, a la
que tanto amo y respetd siempre!

Muy distinta de la vida en Arévalo era la vida de la Corte de Segovia; ni ¢l rey ni la reina eran
modelos de virtud. La esposa de Enrique IV, nacida en Portugal, dotada de gran belleza, se distinguid
por su frivolidad y desenvoltura y vino acompanada de muchas damas con sus mismas aficiones; tam-
poco eran virluosos los cortesanos; cada uno miraba su medro personal, desconociendo el cumplimiento

del deber y el amor al trabajo. La tnica aspiracion eran las diversiones nada edificantes y los despilfad
rros escandalosos a costa del pueblo.

En esta Corie entraba Isabel y esta era la educacién cortesana que pretendian darle. {Pobre prin-
cesa, si no la hubieran calado tan hondo las preciosas lecciones
de su madre!

Hacen resaltar los historiadores que ninguna la igualaba
en belleza en ese tiempo, y que en un ambiente tan falto de vir-
tudes resaltaba mds su candor e inocencia. Pero no tardard en
mostrar también la firmeza de su cardcter y su rebeldia contra
la inmoralidad.

La reina Juana la invitaba insistentemente a lucir su
belleza en las fiestas de la Corte como lo hacian todas sus
damas, pero la prudencia de Isabel ya a los doce afios la ense-
naba a no dejar a su Dios, a mantenerse pura y a guardar silen-
cio, ;Fue entonces cuando, sufriendo, aprendié el camino del
Parral para confesarse y consultar con los religiosos de aquel
monasterio?

La que todayia era una nifia no condescendia con lo que
rechazaba su conciencia y todos los cortesanos la admiraban.
Asi se cumplia en ella la sentencia de Santa Teresa «La virtud,
de suyo, convida a ser amada». Quiza refiriéndose a este difi-
cil periodo de su vida dird ella misma que «Dios fue su mejor
guadrdas.

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T he Royal Court of Segovia

When she was ten years old, her brother Enrique and two other Court personages, surrounded by
his retinue appeared in Arévalo; Isabel shuddered when she heard the names of the King's companions;
they were the most powerful in the Kingdom, owners of the weak will of the King and they governed
him according to their interests and ambitions: Don Juan Pacheco, the Marquis of Villena and his brot-
her Don Pedro Girdn, great Master of Calatrava.

The King Enrique and his companions spoke with the widowed Queen; they came for her two
children, brother and sister of the King, to take them to Segovia, in whose fortress the Kings then lived,
so they could learn the courtesan habits; the poor mother had to consent to the wish of the King and
she remained without her children and with her sorrows. How intimately Isabel must have felt that first
separation from her mother, whom she so loved and always respected!

Life in the Royal Court at Segovia was very different from life in Arévalo; neither the King nor
the Queen was a paragon of virtue. The wife of Enrique IV, bomn in Portugal, gifted with great beauty,
distinguished herself by her frivolity and openness and came attended by many women with similar
inclinations; the courtiers weren’t virtuous either; each one looked afier his own interests, ignoring the

ulfilment of his duty and love of work. The only aspirations were the not-so-edifying diversions and
the scandalous extravagances at the cost of the people.

This was the court that [sabel entered, and this the courtesan education they sought to give her.
The poor princess, had her mother's precious lessons not penetrated so deeply!
Historians make it clear that no one equalled her in beauty at this time and that in an environ-

ment so lacking in virtue, her purity and innocence were more outstanding. But she did not hesitate to
also show her firmness of character and her rebellion against inmorality.

Queen Juana persistently invited her to show off her beauty in the festivities of the Court as all
her ladies-in-waiting did, but though only 12 years of age, Isabel’s prudence already counselled her not
to leave her God, but to keep herself pure and to be silent, Was it then, when suffering, she learned the
way to the Parral to go to confession and to take counsel from the Religious of that monastery?

She who was still a child would not condescend to what her conscience rejected and thus all the
courtiers admired her. Thus was fulfilled in her, the words of Saint Teresa «Virtue, by itself, invites to
be loved». Perhaps, in reference to this difficult time in her life, she herself will say that «God was her
best guard».

militares (ella fue la creadora del primer ejército estable a tra-
vés de la Santa Hermandad), lo mismo que los civiles, contri-
buyeron a ¢rear una pacificacién y dignificacién de Espafia Corona, espada’y cetro
con la culminacién de la conquista de Granada, Crown, sword and scepter

Aspectos de la organizacion politica y militar, detalles
reveladores con la intervencién personal de la soberana, todo fue expuesto con vibrante verbo v documenta-

cion por Jestis Gallo, quien, tras un largo recorrido salpicado de anécdotas y decisiones historicas, llevo al I
auditorio a la atencion en lo que €l considera uno de los fundamentos de la personalidad de Isabel la Cato- l
lica: su amor a la justicia, verdadera obsesion. Efectivamente, el orador describié la forma en que por

decretos o pragméticas Isabel establecié la moralidad y eficiencia de la justicia, porque sin rapidez no hay
justicia. Exposicion de la que cabria extenderse, pero es imposible en esta resefia.

Culminé su discurso Jests Gallo haciendo hincapié en las Capitulaciones con respecto a los moros
de Granada, y con aportacién de textos y pormenores de los mismos, que resefio especialmente redonded la
personalidad de su personaje. tal vez en una de las mejores semblanzas que en tan breve tiempo se han
podido escuchar en una tribuna cultural, Asi lo reconocid el priblico, que aplaudié entusiasmado al ilustre
periodista.

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7 Conference of the journalist Jesus Gallo

Within a series of conferences, as homage to Isabel the Catholic craftswoman of the unity of
Spain and promoter of Hispanity, that the National Association of Isabel the Catholic organized in
the Cultural Center of the Armed Forces, Mr. Jesus Gallo, journalist and lecturer, took part, to
Judge his brilliant dissertation, he reveals to us as a truthful and impassioned historian, the enthu-
siasm that as was said of Goethe was the best to wake up history.

In fact, Jesus Gallo offered not only a vision of the overflowing personality of our best Queen, but
also a lesson of good depth and change from the public’s inquiry into historic texts. To form the best image
of Isabel the Catholic.

Gallo laid out a detailed and precise description of
what was the Court of Henry IV, without which we can't
understand the character and uniqueness of Isabel, a deca-
dent and perverted reign, which caused Isabel as a child to
take note and learn from personages and works accomplished,
that with a clear intelligence and humble spirit built her great
human and political stature, The same ocurred with her sui-
tors. before she became thirteen years old. The lecturer refers,
to the detail, to the providencial death of the framp Grand-
master Tellez Giron, similar to the luck and misfortunes of
the King and his court, as well as his spouse and Juana the
Beltraneja. Gallo then made a detailed relation, after this,
about the question of labor, which is to say the great anticipa-
tion of Isabel the Catholic, already Queen, of all the revolu-
tions, legislations and social Securities of our time, when she
began the eight hour journey, the remuneration and rest on
Sundays and feast days and other measures, especially for the
military (she was the creator of the first stable armed force
through the Holy Brotherhood), as well as for civilians, which

1 de Isabel la Catdlica. contributed to create a peace and dignity of Spain. With the
er-of Isabel the Catholic. culmination of the conquest of Granada.

Aspects of the Political and Military Organization,
revealing details of the personal intervention of the Queen, everything was exclaimed with vibrant words
‘and documentation by Jesus Gallo, who after a long tour with splashes of anecdotes and historic decisions,
brought to the attention of the auditorium what he considers one of the fundamentals of the personality of
Isabel the Catholic: her love for Justice, true obsession. The orator effectively deseribed the way in which
through decrees or pragmatics Isabel established the morality and efficiency of Justice. because without
quickness there isn't justice. A subject which he wanted to expand, but is not possible in this review.

Jesis Gallo finished his discourse, emphasizing the Capitulations with respect to the Moors in Gra-
nada and with the aid of texts and details on the same subject, with a review that especially, rounded off by
his personality, could be considered one of the best biographical sketches that was heard in such a short

- ‘ime by a cultural tribunal. Indeed the public recognized it as such with enthusiastic applause for the illus-
Surious journalist.

As a clincher, there was a poetic recital on Hispanic and Hispanic-american subjects performed by
Maribel Alondo de Pérez Iinigo, who recited with beauty the verses of Juana de Ibarbourou and other poets
who extoll everything hispanic.

I received many visits from relatives and friends: during one of these,
among the many phamlets and programs, | was accidentally given, as
1 was told Iater, a prayer asking for the Canonization of Queen Isabel the
Catholie. As I don’t belive in sccidents, but in Divine Providence,
T thought that God left me the prayer card for some reason; that 1 shoul
invoke her aid, and with alot of faith 1 have done so-everyday. In mm
things 1 am seeing her daily help, which 1 aitribute to the infercession o
the Queen, that would be a very long process 1o write. The doctor doub-
ted that 1 would be able to go up.and down stairs withoot help; and 1oday
1 do so without need of help, and T accomplish many other things, like
ironing, using the sweeper, making the meals, dusting and 'other things
that come up in a home, because | am withoul a housekeeper except for
one day @ week. It would be unjust not.to say that my hushand, with'sacri-
fice and love. helps me and today he buys the groceries for me since
T am not able to lift weight. Every day 1 sce that ['am able to do more
things, 1 need less help from others, and 1 consider it a grace that, beco-
ming older every day, I find myself feeling better every day. 1 have com-
pleted B0 vears and lately I am traveling more than ever; by plane. train,
bus, metro, or car all the same without the need of assistance,
