LA EXPULSION DE LOS JUDIOS:
Continuacion del nimero anterior

La reina nunca fue antisemita. Su amiga mds inti-
ma era casada con un converso que seria hecho mar-
ques de Moya. Los judios apoyaron la llegada al
trono de la Reina. Eran muchos los conversos e
incluso judios de religion en su entorno. La reina
favorecia especialmente a los conversos, incorpo-
randolos muchas veces a la nobleza. No se trataba
pues de un problema de raza.

Pero desde tiempos bien anteriores la convivencia
en las ciudades entre “cristianos viejos” y judios se
habia deteriorado progresivamente.

Los conversos estaban en una situacion dificil,
mal mirados por los judios y mal mirados por los
sectores de cristianos viejos que lgs sospechaban de
“judaizar” en secreto. Los motines antijudios gene-
raron temor entre estos y generaron conversiones de
conveniencia que aumentaron las sospechas popula-
res contra ellos. Todo esto fue muy anterior al reina-
do de Isabel. La situacién empeord progresivamente
y hubo tumultos en las ciudades entre cristianos vie-
jos por una parte y conversos ¥ judios por la otra,
con origen en uno u otro bando. Ademas de Toledo,
hubo masacres en 1470 en Valladolid, en 1474 en
Cordoba y en 1478 en Sevilla, que padecia una gue-
rra civil cronica, y vendrian graves conspiraciones
ahi y en Aragon.

La Reina habia reiteradamente protegido a los
judios contra autoridades municipales y eclesisti-
cas mediante el “seguro Real”, proteccion inviola-
ble, garantizando su culto y construyéndoles sinago-
gas.

The queen was never been anti-semitic. Her closest
friend was married to a convert who would later be
made the marquis of Moya. The Jews fully backed
the queen’s ascendance to the throne. There were
many conversions in her domain, including those
who were of the Jewish religion. The queen especial-
Iy favored the converts, often introducing them into
the ranks of the nobility. It had never been a problem
of race.

For many years, the co-existence between the “old
Christians™ and the Jews had progressively deterio-
rated. There were many causes for this, but it seems
to me that the bankers, money lenders and tax col-
lectors played a significant role in this. The voluntary
conversions of many well known Jews to the Catholi
faith, such as Pablo de Santa Maria, Rabbi of Burgos,
who later became Archbishop of that Apostolic See,
were considered to be disingenuous by various sec-
tors of the urban population. The converts were in a
precarious situation. They were looked down upon by
the Jews as well as by the “old Christians,” who sus-
pected them of practicing their Jewish faith clandes-
tinely. The anti-jewish uprisings generated fear
among the Jews and led to conversions for the sake
of convenience, which only increased the people’s
suspicions of them. All this took place long before
Queen Isabel’s reign. The situation progressively
deteriorated and riots broke out in the towns between
the “old Christians” on the one hand, and the con-
verts and the Jews on the other, often originating on
one side or the other. In addition to Toledo, there
were massacres in 1470 in Valladolid, in 1474 in
Cordoba, and in 1478 in Seville one that especially
resembled an ongoing civil war, with sinister con-
spiracies there and in Aragon.

The Queen had repeatedly protected the JewJ

against municipal and ecclesiastic authorities by
means of the “Royal Seal of Security”, an inviolable
act of protection guaranteeing the Jews the right to

practice their religion; and had synagogues construct-
ed for them. There are letters from Hebrews express-
ing their joy for the governance of the Catholic
monarchy.

Many believed that the Jews incited the converts to
secretly retain their ancient faith. When the Queen
charged the very respected Bishop of Cadiz to pro-
vide a report addressing the problem, he told her that
there were many who had made false conversions and
who together with those of the Jewish faith, were con-
spiring to overthrow her kingdom. He recommended
that the Jews be forced to live in segregated commu-
nities in order to prevent them from leading the con-
verts away from the faith. This solution proved to be
inadequate. During that era, unlike our day, monarchs
were not able to rely on a police force to uphold the
public law and order. The risk of a massacre of Jews,
especially in Andalucia, became increasingly omi-
nous.

There was still another added dimension. The Arab-
Israeli clashes of our time has accustomed us to view
the Jews and the Muslims as inevitable enemies.
However, such was not the case in the XV century.
There was a greater theological affinity between the
Jews and the Muslims, who
denied the doctrines of the
Trinity and the Incarnation,
than between the Jews and
the Christians. Public recol-
lection attributed the sum-
moning of the Muslims to
conquer Spain to the Jews,
and in any case of their being
in favor of such a conquest.
If there existed a group that
was so rich and powerful that
was in conflict with the gen-
eral public, the danger that
they would ally themselves
with Granada, Morocco,
Egypt or the Ottomans was
Very great.

The Jews, who were better

treated in Spain than in the rest of Europe, were not,
in any case, citizens, The vibrant faith of that era
could not conceive that a non-baptized individual
could be a full-fledged member of a Christian soci-
ety. In Castile there were foreigners who enjoyed the
benefits of legal residency in exchange of a tax. At
the same time, they were exempt from other taxa-
tion. This is important to note in order to understand
what transpired.

The problem was doubled. On the one hand, if
there were exchanges of intelligence between the
Jews and the Muslims, then there was a problem of
national security. On the other hand, the Jews need-
ed to be protected from the public threats against
them. Yet one could not fully rely on the available
means to do so. The problem continued to worsen to
such an extent that in the end the sovereign could
find no other solution than the expulsion of all those
of the Jewish religion. They were expelled first ﬁ'ﬂl’-‘)b'
Andalucia, which proved illustrative of both aspects
of the problem, and later from the kingdom as a
whole in 1491, placing them under the protection of
the Crown until their departure. Among those
expelled, many came to Italy and settled in the Papal
States, which proves that this was not a case of reli-
gious persecution.,

No one today believes that the monarchy was anti
Jewish, The proof to the contrary is overwhelming.
However, some have criticized them for having
made a “political™ decision instead of a “moral” one.
This presupposes a lack of understanding the prob-
lem from a moral standpoint. Would it have been
moral to leave them vulnerably exposed to the grow-
ing public massacres? And if there was reasonable
doubt (as to their loyalty), was there a legitimate rea-
son to place the security of the kingdom at risk? The
conjunction of both questions clarifies the morality
of the action of the monarchs.

Other factors existed that damaged the image of
the Jews. Christian tradition viewed them as thnl//'
other olive branch of the faith and of the biblical
promises, and they considered the Jew's knowledge
of the Old Testament as a plus for the Christians.

Two things (subsequently) damaged this attitude.
The Christian’s acquaintance with the Talmud and
the way it referred to Our Lord and Our Lady, which
caused horror; and the expansion of cabalism and
their close relation to astrology and demonology.
This was probably due to the contagion of agnosti-
cism, with roots from the secularization of the West.
It could not have been viewed as anything other than
sacrilegious and diabolical. The image of the Jews
changed definitively. The majority of the Jews con-
verted to Christianity. The number of emigrants was
close to 40,000.

THE INQUISITION:

The Queen, searching for a more moderate solution,
had requested from the Pope the establishment of the
Inquisition, a technical ecclesiastic tribunal for the
purpose of declaring whether or not an individual
was a loyal Catholic. This would be a tribunal that
would consist of judges that were religious and of a
superior level of intelligence and morals, superior to
those of secular judges. This was not a new concept.
Prior to Queen Isabella’s reign, Fernan Perez de
Gusman, defender of the converts, recognized the
fact that many conversions occurred simply for the
sake of convenience. However, he rejected the pre-
vailing opinion that all were, and made an ardent
defense of the sincere intentions of many Jews,
whom he enumerated, and he assumed that there
were probably many more. Asking himself, “How
can one resolve the problem?”, he concluded that it
ought to be done by wise and learned men who were
capable of determining the truth. Thus, the concept of
establishing a qualifying tribunal was initiated by
those who had been defending the converts much ear-
lier. The Bishop of Cadiz had also recommended it in
his report. The fact is that an Inquisition already
existed, and this process was a progressive step in the
judicial process. The punishment of torture could
only be passed by a written and unanimous vote of
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Cuando tal Tribunal fue creado, mucha gente creia
insincera la conversion de muchos judios, y luego de
muchos musulmanes.

rence. In the case where a suspect would not confess,
he was to be absolved. None of these rights existed in
the customary tribunals in Europe.

The fact is that in many cases, delinquents were seen
to present themselves as heretics in order to avoid the
secular courts. The inquisition was a tribunal for
Christians, to determine if they were orthodox or
heretics. This was why it could pass judgement on
converts, not on Jews,

When the tribunal was created, numerous people
believed the conversion of many Jews and, later that
of Muslims, to be insincere. If this were true, there
existed a clear danger to the Faith and to the king-
dom. If it were not true, the risk of innocent people
being killed or unjustly discriminated against, obli-
gated certain measures. Let us take into account that
during that time, spiritual unity was considered to be

the basis of political peace, a premise the validity o)

which would be tragically confirmed in Germany,
England, and France with bloody religious wars.
Later on, propaganda by those who had a vested
interest demonized the Inquisition. The exaggera-
tions are notorious. Its prisons and its procedures
were the subject of special scrutiny. During the four
centuries of its existence throughout the vast
Hispanic Empire, 80% of the cases were absolved.
This means that persons accused of heresy or witch-
craft obtained a certificate which legally and socially
exonerated them. The majority of the remaining 20%
were condemned to a light spiritual penance such as
prayers or a declaration of submission to the Church.

. There are various works written on this subject and it

can be said that the average number of persons
released to secular authorities and executed in that
vast empire during three hundred and fifty vyears,
numbered between ten to fifteen per year; numbers
very different from those astronomically inflated and
cited in The Black Legend. Moreover, by institution-
alizing and regulating the procedure and raising theJ-
qualification level of the judges, the burning of
witches at the stake was averted. In the rest of
Europe, there were 150,000 such burnings, primarily

and many more thousands in North America. In addi-
tion, there were Catholics who were martyred in
England under Henry VIII and Elizabeth I, of which
many have already been beatified or canonized. A
documentary by the BBC, which is not especially
kind towards Catholicism, entitled *The Myth of the
Spanish Inquisition,” featuring serious consulting

“historians, concluded that the process (of the inquisi-

tion) was carried out legally by lawyers and experts.
The documentary totally dismantled the myths.
Formerly, the inquisition had been identified with a
monstrous instrument of torture referred to as the
“Iron Maiden.” It proved that such an instrument
never existed in Spain. As in all other institutions,
there existed abuses, but it was always the will of the
Church and of Queen Isabel’s reign to correct them.
The total number of such incidents was very far from
what is often cited. During the century following her
reign, a well-known person of religious, intellectual
and literary stature, Friar Luis de Leon, was accused
by individuals envious of the inquisition. He endured
their harassment for two years during which time he
demonstrated his innocence. He had nothing but
words of admiration for the queen’s virtues.

Of course, the very idea of an Inquisition is foreign
to our modern way of thinking, however this was not
the case during the time of the Catholic Queen. Mr.
William H. Prescott, author of “History of Ferdinand
and Isabel,” who ordinarily was anti-Catholic and
very opposed to the Inquisition, states that “Isabel
incurred error no more than most of the great minds
of former times, and of those yet to come.”

Let us take a look back. Thanks to this Catholic
Queen, the kingdoms of Spain were united. Castile
was at peace. The Muslims threat was eliminated
from the kingdom. The Church and universities were
reformed, which paved the way for Spanish theolo-
gians to play a decisive role in (the Council of) Trent,
and for the Spanish religious orders to play a role in
the counter- reformation, as well as in the evange-
lization of America. America was discovered. The

On
the other part, it made possible the emergence of Spain
as the shield of the Church against the grievous attacks
that she would undergo during the coming years. All
this transpired in one lifetime, all within thirty years of
her reign.

Providence played in her list of eminent accomplish J,
ments?

God entrusted her with great things. Grace
enlightened, comforted and strengthened her, but
she cooperated. She was faithful with all the deter-
mination of her indomitable will. She loved and
served Christ and His Mystical Body (the Church.) It
is not surprising that the process of her beatification
would be introduced in Rome. The opinion of the
Commission of Historians appointed by the Holy See
to investigate her life and holiness was entirely positive, Tt
was based on an impressive collection of seventeen
volumes of documentation collected over more than
twenty years of investigation, using modern scientific
methods. More than 100,000 documents from all over
the world were re-examined. Nothing whatsoever was
found that could contradict her sanctity.

The magnitude of documentation gathered in the
process of her beatification allows us to affirm that her
response was equal to the call of her prodigious voca-
tion. She is therefore a role model for statesmen,
mothers, wives, and Christians, and there have alread}‘&,
been miraculous favors obtained through her intercession.
May God grant that we shall soon see her raised to
the altars of Sainthood in the Catholic Church!
