With the death of Alfonso, at which followed imporunt defections thal debilitated his band, a division was evident among the potential sup-
ponters of 1sabel: Cammille ¥ Enriques counseled hier to continue the fight at all costs; the Marques of Villena sought to negotiate, 1t scems that there
were certain pressures on Isabel (o proclaim herself Queen, bur she rejected them: Leaving Isabel in- Avila, the: Archbishop Carrillo, the Margues of
Villena dnd the Bishop of Burgos went to Castronvevo to meet with Admiral Fadrique, his brother Enrigue; ihe Coumt of Alba of Aliste; the Coumt
of Alby de Tormes ond the Procurators of the Gramdmaster of Alcimars The negociations Insted five days but ot the end they decided 1o negotiate,
When Fonseca preserited to- Enrvigue [V the petition with the initial conditicns that requested 4 meeting in-person between both brother (Enrique 1Y) and
sister (Isabel) for the reconciliation, the King signes it. Don Juan Pacheco went 1o Cadalsa 1o meet witli the Count of Plasencia and Fonscea and there
they finalized the details of the future meeting: Enrigue 1V would o to Cadalss and Isabel would go to Cebreros; from there they would joumey to the
Toras of Guisando. The 2 of September of 1468, the: princess started the march to Cebreros. In agreement with the terms, the first resolutions were
substituted for others that were signed by both panties in theic respective residences the: 18th of September.

On the 19th both parties met in Guisando, but the protangonist of the day was the Papal Legate, Antonio Vereris, that had all the necessary
powers to conficm if the mamage was legitimate and if the oaths
were valid. In this case the Legate anulled all the ouths that the
king, princes, nobles and cities had pronounced during the war,
and in'4 special way the oath that offered Junna as heir Later
Isabel, Carmille and all the companions swiore ohédience 1o the
King (Enrigue IV did not let the princess kiss his hand, treating
her like @ sister), who declared that all were pardoned. At the end
the monarch declared that =50 that this Kingdom does not remain
without a legitimate heir of such a tall and exalied generations
—the way, 50 gbsolute, that excluded by uct the legitimacy of
Juana— ordered all those: present to recognize amnd swear 1o Isa-
bel as sprincess und first legitimate heirs, Which they did.

In this place Isabel the Catholic was sworn princess
and legitimate heir of the kingdoms of Castile
and Leon on September 19%, [468.

Ningtin cristiano viejo se hubiese atrevide a confiar, ni siquiera a
la poesia donde tantas licencias se permiten, semejante pensamiento y com-
paracion. Para el converso o cristiano nuevo, deslumbrado por las extraor-
dinarias cualidades humanas y espirituales de la Reina Isabel, no habia
semejanza mds justa y natural, ni pincel mds cabal y ajustado para pintar
el retrato, que tan maravillosas luces trascendia.

Por su parte, el autor anénimo de la «Continuacién de la Crénica
de Pulgar» sintetizaba asi la opinién y el sentir universal sobre la santidad,
nada comiin, de Isabel: «de esta Reina, considerada la fe, vida, religién y
fin, no serd temeridad afirmar que esti en el cielo.

Y el «Cancionero Castellano» de Foulché-Delbosc recogia una can-
cion de Cartagena, que puede padecer de hiperbole, pero que refleja en su
brevedad el entusiasmo sin medida del pueblo hacia su Reina:

«En la tierra la primera,
en el cielo la segunda»,
Unanimidad de los juicios.

Toda la literatura de la Epoca cae rendida ante sus virtudes y todos
los historiadores, ensayistas y pensadores hasta nuestros dias concuerdan
undnimes a la hora de valorar, admirar y cantar las grandeza de la Reina
Isabel. En aquella Espafia del Siglo XV, andrquica hasta el paroxismo, sin
orden ni justicia, sin ley humana ni divina, ensangrentada por las banderi-
as de los poderosos, asaltada en todos los caminos por las partidas de ban-
doleros y escandalizada en su Fe Catélica por una relajacién universal, que
no se detenia ni ante las puertas de los conventos y monasterios, la Reina

Isabel apareci6 como «caida del cielo», en donosa expresion de Pedro Martir, como «elegida de Dios» segiin
el dominico Andrés de Miranda, como la «mujer fuerte y sin tacha», que realizé el ideal de la justicia, pri-
mer fundamento de la paz en sus Reinos, y el ideal de la Fe y de la Reforma Catdlica, 1inico basamento de

la unidad y concordia de sus hombres.

La gran sintesis de la politica Isabelina, que ocupa toda su existencia, hunde sus raices en tiera fértil
y generosa de aquella sentencia del Libro de los Proverbios, fuera de la cual los pueblos y sociedades solo
pueden conocer la ruina, la corrupcién y la miseria: «Justitia elevat gentes.

The jew Andres Montoro, with an almost unorthodox excessiveness, wrote in precise verses, the
sentiments of his rapt admiration for the virtues of Queen I[sabel of Castile.

«Great sovereign Queen

if you had been before

the daughter of St. Anne

of you, the Son of God

would have received human flesh».

No «old» christian would have the daring to affirm, not even in
poetry where so many liberties are allowed, any such thought or compari-
son. But for the convert or «new» christian, dazzled by the extraordinary
human and spiritual qualities of Queen Isabel, there wasn’t a more suitable
and natural simili, nor was there a paint-brush more exact and fitting to
paint the portrait that evokes such marvelous light.

On his part, the anonymous author of the «Continuacién de la Cré-
nica de Pulgar» synthesized, in this way, the opinion and the universal senti-
ment of the sanctity, uncommon, of Isabel: «of this Queen, her faith, life,
religion, and end being considered, it would not be a temerity to affirm that
she is in heaven. Soon she will be placed in celestial glory with the Saintss.

And the «Cancionero Castellano» of Foulche-Delbosc captured a
song from Cartagena, that might suffer from hyperbole, but that reflects in
it’s brevity the unmeasurable enthusiasm of the people towards their Queen:

«0On earth, the first,
in heaven, the second».
Unanimity of Judgements

All the lituature of the time falls overcome by her virtues, and all
historians, essayists and thinkers even upto our day agree unanimously
when they evaluate, admire and sing the greatness of Queen lsabel. In the
Spain of the 15th century, anarchical upto paroxysm, without order nor
justice, without human or divine law, blood-stained by the factions of the
powerful, asalted on all roads by brigands and scandalized in their Catho-
lic Faith by a universal relaxation that didn’t detain itself even before the
doors of convents and monasteries, Queen Isabel appeared «as a gift from
‘Heaven», in a clever expression of Peter Martyr like a “chosen one of God”, according to the Dominican,
Andres de Miranda like «the strong woman, without flaw», who brought forth the ideal of justice the first
foundation for peace in her kingdoms, and the ideal of Faith and the Catholic Reform, the only base for the
unity and concordance of her people.

The great synthesis of Isabeline politics, that occupied all her life, dug it's roots in the fertile and

_generous soil of that verse from the Book of Proverbs, without which the people and society can only come
10 ruin, corruption and misery: «Justitia elevat gentes. Miseros auten facit populos pecatum». Justice exalts
nations. Sin makes the populous miserable.
