Age versus Maturity
by Mr. Anthony Fuller

We continue in this section of History a series of articles begun in the Nov./Dec. issue of 1996
about the suitors for the hand of Isabel the Catholic. In this issue we see how the prudence, maturity
and powerful prayer of Isabel at such a young age helped her to avoid a dead-end marriage with an
already aged King of Portugal, Alfonso V,

The lady Juana of Portugal, the consort of Henry IV, King of Castile, was the main proponent of a marriage
between her brother Alfonso V and lsabel the Catholic. She is the one who personally carried out the negotiations for
marriage between the Portuguese monarch and lsabel in the marriage agreements of Guarda, November 15, 1465.

William Thomas Walsh in his book, The Last Crusader, [sabella of Spain, describes an encounter between
Isabel and Alfonso Vi «Meanwhile the widowed Alfonso V. was so pleased with the pink and white beauty and placid
wisdom of the twelve-year-old princess that he invited her 10 become Queen of Portugal. Isabel thanked him for the
honor, which she protested was more than she deserved, but begged to inform him that according to the laws of Casti-
le and the wishes of the King her father, now. with God, she could not marry without the consent of the three estales
of Castile, assembled in “Cortes™, Naturally, before she could venture on so serious a step, she would have to hear the
opinions of many nobles, prelates and commons. With her precocious maturity of judgment she probably saw through
the wiles of Juana and Belirin, and formed a correct opinion of the character of Alfonse Vs 1.

After the Pact of Guisando was signed in 1468, the Marquis of Villena continued the marriage negotiations of
Alfonso V' with Isabel. The liberty of the princess was safeguarded by the wording of the pact, but with tight restric-
‘ions. As trustee of the princess the Marquis of Villena separated Isabel from the Archbishop of Toledo and the Ara-

onese, who were against this marriage, taking her to Oecaifia, his village. There in Ocafia an assembly was convened
in which Isabel should have been sworn as heiress to the throne of Castile, according to the Pact of Guisando, but
those who were present only sought to arrange a marriage between Alfonso ¥V of Portugal and Isabel, The Ambassa-
dor of Portugal was invited and the Archbishop of Lisbon presided this assembly. All this was done without the know-
ledge of Isabel. They then communicated to her the agreements reached, namely that she marry the aged and widowed
King of Portugal, who already had heirs to the throne.

The princess firmly refused the Portuguese candidate, «l refuse him... How dangerous such a marriage would
be for me is already shown» 2. The Marquis of Villena sought to convince her to accept the marriage. He saw to it
that the Count of Haro would threaten the princess and assure her that it would be her ruin if she did not accept the
marriage with the Portuguese King. «He used such harsh and strong words that the princess pleaded to our Lord with
many lears 10 help her to avoid such 4 great infamy» 2, A prayer that the Lord indeed heard and quickly answered, for
all the negotiations for the marriage between Isabel and Alfonso V were dropped soon after.

El instrumento del cual $e servian los reyes era el «seguro reals, un documen-
to inviolable, segin explica la «Positio Historica» de la Cauosa. en defensa de los dere-
chos de los judios a los que insta para «que vivan en nUesiros reynos como nuestros
sibditos naturales e que vendan e compren ¢ contraten...».

Isabel inspirada por sentimientos muy superiores, precursora de un auténtico
ccumenismo reitera a los cristianos el respeto de la ley judia «No les apremieis en dia
de sibados...; y el 10 de septiembre 1484, insiste: «Vos mando a todos e cada uno de
vos que no tomedes ni consintades tomar fas dichas sus sinagogas e casas de oracidn
nin sus enterramientos € posesiones por fuerca e contra su voluntads.

Here is the continuation of the article from Jan./Feb. (997 issue of [safel about the pain that Isabel felt at having 1o
withdraw the permission of residence of the Jews in Spain:

[sabel took very seriously the quasi-contract by which the kings assumed the responsibility to protect the Jews., While
the Jews, in their tum, made the commitment 1o be their subjects, (ullilling the proper statutes. Thus, when Queen Isabel took the
Jewish commune of Trujillo under her protection on July 9, 1477, she decreed that, «all
Jews in my kingdoms are my [subjects| and are under my protection and defense and it
pertains to me to defend and shelter them, and extend to them due justice.» Isabel confir-
med the validity of an ancient law of the Cortes of Burgos dated 1379 which forbade the
levying of special taxes on Jews. She would repeat this warning many times in her corres-
pondence with municipal authorities. «By this letter [ take and receive under my care and
shelter and royal protection the said Jewss

The instrument by which the monarchs effected the defense of the rights of
the Jews was the «roval security,» an inviolable document—as the «Positio Historicas
of the Cause éxplains—which guaraneeed their presence, and through which she encou-
raged them o «live in cur kingdoms as our natural subjects, and that they buy, sell and
negoliate...»

That Isabel was the precursor of an authentic ecumenism, inspired by high lofty
sentiments, is evidenced by her insistence that Christians respect Jewish law—n»Do not
put pressure on them on Saturdays (i.e., the Sabbath)...» On September 10, 1484, she rei-
terates: «l command you, each and evervone, nat to take, nor allow to be taken, by force
or against their will, the said synagogues and houses of prayer. neither their burial places
nor properties.»

With respect to that infamous accusation of the conversions with «sword poin-
ted to the throat,» here is what the Queen wrote from Valladolid in 1500 to the magistra-
te of Segovia: «The conversions of infidels should be procured by way of gentle exhorta-
tions and good works, so that attracted by these, they may be inclined to come to know
our Catholic faith. We command that you neither consent nor give occasion that the Moors
be compelled or forced to go to see or hear the sermons of the said friar or canon against
their will, nor that anyone go to their mosques to preach without their request and con-
Sent.. =

Her consideration for canonization is not a statement, implicit ar explicit,
that any particular race or religion should be treated with intolerance or persecuted.
No one denies that it was a great hardship on the families who had 1o leave. Yet Queen
Isabel was forced to this decision, not out of hatred or bigotry. She tried to minimize
their already great suffering by punishing with death anyone who harmed them in person
or property, and she extended the deadline for departure when it was apparent that they
needed more time.

There were many other factors involved in the expulsion, but it will do no good
now 1o siarl blaming this group or that group. The expulsion was the painful and reluc-
: tant decision of a saintly woman whosc options had run ont. [t was the less than per-

Let us look at the expulsion of the Jews as it really was seen from the pure heart of the Queen, not as an act she
rejoiced in, but as a real pain she had to bear, Not in vain, William Prescott wrote of her; «Artifice and duplicity were so
abhorrent to her character, and so averse from her domestic policy, that when they appear in the foreign relations of Spain, it is
certainly not imputable to her, She was incapable of harboring any petty distrust, or latent malice; and, although stern in the exe-
cution and exaction of public justice, she made the most generous allowance, and even sometimes favors, to those who had perso-
“ally injured her.» «But the principle, which gave a peculiar coloring to every feature of lsabella’s mind, was piety. It shone forth
bm the very depths of her soul with a heavenly radiance, which illuminated her whole character.» (from Ferdinand and [sabel,

Biography of the author: Luis Beceiro was bom in E| Ferrol, Spain a litle before the Spanish Civil War of 1936, He is married and has two chil-
dren. He studied for his. Bacheloe’s degree in his native eity, Madrid and Salamanca. He is Licensed in Law by the University of Salamanca of which he has
been Assistant to the Department of International Law. He studied the English language at the University of Saint Andrews (Scotland) with a scholarship 1o said
university and has collaborated with the Salamancan Press muinly on themes of intenational politics.

His first contact with the Hispanic World, during his stay ab the University of Salamanca with students from Colombia, Puerto Rico, Nicaragua, Boli-
vin and Venezuela, produced contacts that enlarged his horizom of Hispanic culre.

I have already read 108 works about Hispanicamenca, [t seemed to me that a Spanish work remaing incomplete withouot its American counterpart
and vice versa,
How did the Black Legend begin?
At the end of my book it is stated textually: «Various presenl witnesses found a direct link between the outhreak of sickness and the dispopulation of
“e Indians, but the majority of the Spaniards did not understand the underlying causes of the mortality of the Indians...the English, in paricular, attributed these
. ses o the “acts of cruelty committed by the Spanish colonists and the conquistadors”, a perspective enhanced by the disguieting calculations of Fray Bariola-
de las Casase, This is how the book ends and this is how the Black Legend was bom. Bartolome de las Casas was a Dominican who, in order o call atten-
tion, thought 1o write a book in which he stated that we had killed millions of Indians, We do not know if, consciously or unconsciously. he knew that that
would have such intemational repercussions.
Why was Spain so hated?
Spain was hated because it had an impressive and immense empire in which actually the sun never set, This is a real and clear act which brought
animosity and hate that included fear on the part of everyone. Immedialely a legend prow apainst Spain. Spain was a world power like the United States is now,
How has the Black Legend remained in the minds of humanity?
It has remained because English, French, Flemish, some German and Dialian writers. dedicated themselves to write against Spam. The North Ameri-
can Historian, Herbert Bolton, wrote that he needed half a lifetime to discover the truth of American and Spanish history. IT a speciolist like him needs half a
lifetime to discover the pruth, you tell me how much time would a common man reed,

Who launched the idea of genocide?

The terror, envy and hate of those that collided with the Spanish political, military,
religious or economic pewer in Europe,

Did the Spanish marry with the women Indians?

Of course! Even though to some it was considered barharous, the crossing of races
is ong of the glories of Spain, On the other hand, the French, English and still less the North
Americans and Dutch, never married with the Indians.

Have there been any real genocides?

{¥es.} The English Governor of Memiserrat in order that the Indians would not flee,
would poke out their eves; (and) the colonial genocide the English committed with the Trish
people. In the Intemational Congress of 1975 in the University of California it was said ex-
twally; «Our age, with its genocide, hunger and pollution, does not have the right to judge
the conquistadorss.

Tu finish. What are your conclusions after writing this book with all the study
it required?

To begin with, that Spain did not commit any genocide: the epidemics were the
cause for dispopulation.
